As a subscriber, you will not be 
responsible for any fee charged by the Goshen Fire Company for 911 emergency ambulance 
services that are not covered by your insurance. Many insurance plans do not cover the full cost of 
an ambulance transport which starts at $775.

General Information 
 
The Goshen Fire Company (GFC) has been serving the community since 1950.  We are a nonprofit 
corporation providing fire, rescue, and emergency ambulance service to East Goshen Township and 
parts of West Goshen, Westtown, and Willistown Townships.  These services, and many more, are 
provided by highly trained and dedicated volunteers.  In addition, we have eight full time career 
staff that help provide service during peak hours. We respond to about 3,400 ambulance, 700 fire 
and rescue calls, and 600 fire police calls per year.
